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Authors of accepted contributions will be invited to submit a manuscript which will be published in the Proceedings of the Third International Symposium "Detonation Nanodiamond: Technology, properties and applications". The Proceedings will be published by the Symposium. Please submit your manuscripts as electronic files to the Program Committee. The manuscript body (all-inclusive of text + equations+ tables) should be prepared according to the Template as electronic Word for Windows files (*.doc in Word format). Please note, that Tables, Figure Captions and Figures should not be embedded in the text. Figures must be sent as separated files in TIFF, JPG or PSD format (Micrographs and Photographs – 300dpi or higher). No color illustration will be considered.
The Program Committee will review all papers, but those of invited speakers.

Please note, that the Proceedings Volume WORD LIMIT (all-inclusive of text + equations + tables + figures) is 1600 words for POSTER articles, 3200 words for ORAL articles, and 5000 words for INVITED articles. Estimated WORD COUNT for figures is 175 words and for equations is 50 words. 

Please, write the title in: Times New Roman (normal 12, bold, capital letters) font. Insert two additional blank lines before the title. Please center title, authors and address.

Each article should be summarized in an abstract of not more than 150 words. The abstracts should be written in single spaced format. Please, use Times New Roman (normal 10) font. Authors should be required to supply keywords with their abstract. Keywords listing should be adjusted with Symposium Scope (http://www.ioffe.ru/nanodiamond/2008/scope.html) and not exceed 6 items. Insert one additional blank line before the abstract and one line between abstract and key words. 
The manuscript body text should be written in single-column and 1,5 spaced A4 paper format (210x297 mm), leaving a space of 20 mm at top and right, 30 mm at left, and 25 mm at bottom edges. Please, use Times New Roman (normal 11) or a font similar to the one presented in this sample. References should be included in [1], [2] style.

Equations should be embedded in the text and numerated.
